Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 9:10 am by Ms. Furgason, Chair.

Agenda Item 2 was to review and approve the minutes of the board meeting held on October 25, 2004.  A motion was made by Mr. Atha to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 3 was public comment.  No comments were made.

Agenda Item 4 was the Presiding Officer’s Report.  There was no report. No action taken.

Agenda Item 5 was the Rules Committee Report.  Mr. Atha gave the Rules Committee report.  He reported that the committee met January 24, 2005, however Ms. Berling was unable to attend and a majority of the items were placed on the agenda at her request.  The same items will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 8 was the Executive Director’s Report.  Ms. Muehr discussed the proposed annual report and staff reassignments.  Ms. Hartman informed the members that she had discussed changing the examination to a more current version with a representative from the contract vendor.  The new version will be administered in April 2005.  A motion was made by Mr. Atha to determine a new cut score for the newer version of the exam.  The motion was seconded and passed.    

Agenda Item 7 was the review, discussion, and possible action concerning the budget.  The budget was discussed under the Professional Licensing and Certification Unit Director’s report.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 6 was the Professional Licensing and Certification Division Director’s Report.  Ms. Peterson discussed the reorganization within the Professional Licensing and Certification Unit and the budget.  Mr. Mills discussed the current legislative session.  No action was taken.
Agenda Item 9 was the review, discussion, and possible action concerning applicants that qualified for examination and licensure with an associate’s degree.  The Texas State Board of Orthotics and Prosthetics having convened on this date and with a quorum present, will now go into Executive Session in accordance with Government Code Chapter 551 (Open Meetings Act) of the State of Texas, for the purpose of consulting with the board attorney concerning the matter as listed on the Agenda as Item (9).  The date is January 24, 2005.  The time is 9:54 am.  The Texas State Board of Orthotics and Prosthetics came out of Executive Session at 10:17 am.  No formal action was taken.  The date is January 24, 2005. A motion was made by Mr. Thomas to allow orthotic and prosthetic applicants who qualified for examination and licensure with an associate’s degree and were approved prior to January 1, 2005, to continue to sit for the examination.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 10 was the review, discussion, and possible action to approve or disapprove pending licensure applications.  Motions were made to approve six applications for licensure and deny two applications for licensure.  The motions were seconded and passed. 

Agenda Item 11 was the review, discussion, and possible action to approve or disapprove pending facility accreditation applications.  Motions were made to approve four facility accreditation applications.  The motions were seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 12 was the review, discussion, and possible action concerning an order to deny the application of Samuel Curtis, III.  Mr. Meador gave the report.  Mr. Atha recused himself from the discussion and vote.  A motion was made by Mr. Thomas to accept the disciplinary action by default.  The motion was seconded and passed.  

Agenda Item 13 was the complaint report pursuant to Board Rule 22 Texas Administrative Code, §821.39(e).  Ms. Muehr gave the report.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 14 was the items for future consideration.  Ms. Muehr discussed the supervision agreement form.  No action was taken.

Agenda Item 15 was to set the future meeting dates and locations.  The next meeting will be held on April 18, 2005, in Austin.

Agenda Item 16 was the adjournment of the meeting.  A motion was made by Mr. Thomas to adjourn the meeting at 11:20 a.m.  The motion was seconded and passed.
