A new person is diagnosed with Alzheimer’s every 70 seconds – this is projected to increase to every 33 seconds by 2030.  The imminent surge in the number of people with Alzheimer’s disease poses particular challenges and opportunities for the individual diagnosed with the disease, their caregivers, and professionals and advocates alike.  
This meeting will provide the public an opportunity to review and comment on the state’s recommended strategies for comprehensively addressing Alzheimer’s disease in Texas.  The five plan goal areas are:  Science, Disease Management, Prevention and Brain Health, Care, and Infrastructure.
