Announcements
· Chris – Project Update
· Mental Health: Currently finishing Adult Needs & Strengths Assessment (ANSA) coding changes.  We are scheduled to release this code on Friday, January 18.  We are testing Diagnosis within the system, and doing a major revamp to the Authorization List screen as well as changes to new client profile setup. The Authorization List and Client Profile changes should be deployed prior to the August release. 
· Jackie – Recent Changes in the Production Environment
·  Within the next week or two, we should be deploying the following changes:
· Diagnosis Entry – When you document a diagnosis in CMBHS, the entry will change.  The change means that when you enter a diagnosis in the text field, the way it’s been up until now, you need to start typing in text and as you type in the first few letters of the text, a long list appears of diagnoses that beginwith those letters.  You select the one you want and click.  The enhancement will allow you to do it either way, as you always have or you can type in the first 2-3 numbers of the code – some of you know the codes backward and forward and it will be easier for you to type in the code than typing in the text.  Others don’t ever use the code, just the text.  The object is to make CMBHS user-friendly so that your code [DSM code] or text will complete the diagnosis entry.  This will be available for everyone when deployed.
· Multi-Client Notes.  Until now, these have not been available for Intervention programs, so if you are a PPI or HEI program provider, you haven’t been able to use multi-client administrative notes or multi-client psychoed notes.  With this deployment, these two types of multi-client notes will become available for to you.  They will work for the Intervention programs the same way as they work for the SA substance abuse treatment programs.  You ultimately pick the service description, which contains the code, which drives the list of clients that can participate in services. The multi-client administrative note and multi-client psychoeducational note will soon be available for Intervention programs.
· Buprenorphine has been added to the list of substances used.  This is available in the CMBHS screening, assessment, and possibly somewhere else – detox report function – it is listed/was added under heading of opiates and synthetics.  Just a reminder, the way this function works in this list of substances used, you can either select the header/general term like opiates and synthetics for the person who is not as discriminating as to what they use or you can select the specific substance they use.
· Page Refresh.  There is one other thing that we’re looking at, the numerous requests regarding page refreshes.  We’re looking at the possibility of moving this up in the priority list to make improvements there.  If you encounter this problem and it seems to be extreme, or you’ve had computer system changes on your end, please call the DSHS CMBHS Help Line at 1-866-806-7806.  It helps us track the level of concern and to understand why page refresh is more difficult or troublesome than usual at certain times of the day.  This is typically a concern with progress notes.
