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* Effective January 1, 2012, the definition of “Underinsured” is: 1) commercial (private) health insurance, but coverage does not include
vaccines; or 2) insurance covers only selected vaccines (TVVFC-eligible for non-covered vaccines only); or 3) insurance caps vaccine
coverage at a certain amount. Once that coverage amount is reached, the child is categorized as underinsured.
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
