	The entity is the data owner

An entity is any EMS provider or hospital
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Trace the route of the data from the Entity to the Texas EMS/Trauma Registry.  Any numbers you pass indicate what is required for the data to be lawfully and acceptably submitted.

1 Entity Packet required

2 Business Associate Agreement between Entity & Agency required per HIPAA

3 Business Associate Agreement between Entity & RAC required per HIPAA

4 Agency Business Associate Packet & Entity Packet with Agency signature required

5 RAC Business Associate Packet & Entity Packet with RAC signature required

6 Business Associate Agreement between Entity, Agency and RAC required per HIPAA
Note: A “regional registry” may be maintained by either the Regional Advisory Council or the Data Reporting Agency.

Example 1:
An entity sends data directly to the EMS/Trauma Registry and gives their RAC (who doesn’t have a regional registry) permission to view the entity’s submission status online.
What is required?

1. The entity must send a completed entity packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry, including a signature from the RAC
2. The RAC must send a completed business associate packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry

Example 2:

An entity sends data to a billing agency who, in turn, forwards the data to the EMS/Trauma Registry.

What is required?

1. The entity must send a completed entity packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry, including a signature from the billing agency.

2. The billing agency must send a completed business associate packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry, listing the entity as a customer
3. The entity must have a Business Associate Agreement with the billing agency
Example 3:

An entity sends data to a data reporting agency.  The data reporting agency sends data to the RAC and also to the EMS/Trauma Registry.  The entity wants the RAC to have access to view their submission status on the online EMS/Trauma Registry System.

What is required?

1. The entity must send a completed entity packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry, including a signature from the data reporting agency and a signature from the RAC.

2. The data reporting agency must send a completed business associate packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry, listing the entity as a customer
3. The RAC must send a completed business associate packet to the EMS/Trauma Registry

4. The entity must have a Business Associate Agreement with the data reporting agency

5. The data reporting agency must have a Business Associate Agreement with the RAC
