II. Program Update

a. TV Administrative Updates  


      Joan Aalbers reported:

1.   Title V Block Grant was submitted to HRSA on July 14
2. Zika Virus lab specimens are to be sent to a DSHS laboratory and not to CDC.  At this time, Title V does not reimburse for the lab test.

3. Mosquito repellent is covered under a prescription for women on Medicaid, CHIP, and CHIP Perinatal.  At this time, Title V does not cover the cost for repellent.

c. Contract Development and Support Branch Update 
Leroy Torres thanked everyone for their quick responses of the FY 17    renewal packets.  There are contract procedural steps that are being followed and PCS makes the final steps to the process that causes a notice to be sent to you informing that the contract is ready for a signature.
d. Web-based Integrated Business Information System (IBIS) Update
A web-based Integrated Business Information System known, as IBIS, is being developed for Title V Fee-for-Service contractors, Children with Special Health Care Needs, Kidney Health and for Hemophilia Assistance Program.  This system is required to be used for eligibility screening and claims.  There will also be reports to assist with funds management.

Title V and the Hemophilia Assistance Program have been descoped at this time so that the system could be completed for Children with Special Health Care Needs and Kidney Health.  This means that IBIS will not be going live for Title V for a while.  We will keep you posted on the system build.

Children ages 6 through 35 months may receive preventive dental services through this program.  Dentists must be trained either online or in person and certified by the Department of State Health Services Oral Health Program in order to bill D0145 and be reimbursed.

Children ages 6 months through 35 months may receive intermediate oral evaluation with fluoride varnish application.  Providers (physicians, physician assistants, and advanced practice register nurses) must complete the Oral Evaluation and Fluoride Vanish component in the Medical Home training and be certified by DSHS Oral Health Program in order to bill CPT code 99429-U5.

        Q: How is the contract notification through eGrants done?

A: eGrants is authorized to send the notification to the highest ranking         officer of the organization.  It does not blind copy or carbon copy anybody.  If the highest ranking officer is not the person to sign, give them a heads up that a notification should come through September 1st and forward and for them to let you know so a signature can be obtained.
