Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 3:30 pm by Dr. Hinson, chair.

Agenda Item 2 was the approval of the minutes from the April 1, 2005 meeting. A motion was made by Mr. McClendon to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Agenda Item 8 was the discussion regarding the application process and the processing of applicant material, notice of examination eligibility and/or applicant deficiency as part of the application process.  Ms. Mize discussed licensure problems with the board office. Mr. Marks discussed the reporting of examination scores and the examination process.  

Agenda Item 9 was the discussion regarding surveying licensee interactions with the board office.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 10 was the discussion regarding the reporting of pass/fail data on licensing exams by graduates of various programs throughout the state.  Mr. Marks discussed the testing and new application process. No action taken.

Agenda Item 6 was discussion and possible action regarding reports from the following board committees:

Mr. Marks gave the Ethics Committee report.  He reported that the committee closed 7 complaints and accepted the surrender of 2 cases.  A motion was made by Dr. VanAmburgh accept the report. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Mr. Marks gave the Licensing Standards Committee.  He reported that the committee heard 19 cases, of which 13 were denied, 4 were approved and 2 were tabled for additional information.  A motion was made by Mr. McClendon to accept the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.

Agenda Item 7 was the discussion and possible action on pending complaints awaiting final disciplinary action for the following individuals: 

MF-02-046 and MF-03-001 were discussed.  A motion was made by Dr. VanAmburgh to accept the committee's decision to accept the settlement of a $1000.00 administrative penalty and continuing education.  The motion was seconded and passed.

MF-04-020 and MF-04-030 were discussed.  A motion was made by Mr. McClendon to accept the final disciplinary action.  The motion was seconded and passed.

MF-04-022 was discussed.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 11 was the discussion regarding pending legislation in the Texas Legislature and its possible impact on the regulation of marriage and family therapy.   Ms. Peterson discussed legislation that requires changes to the rules regarding the jurisprudence examination, renewal fees and board member training. She provided information regarding the requirement of the jurisprudence examination.  Ms. Womack, Ms. Clack, Ms. DeSobe and Dr. Hinson will propose questions on each section of the examination and report to the October board meeting. She also discussed the budget and the appropriations act.  

Agenda Item 5 was the report from the Professional Licensing and Certification Division representative.  This was discussed under Agenda Item 11.

Agenda Item 4 was the report from Executive Director. Mr. Marks gave the report.  He discussed the agreement between AMFTRB and the board regarding the examination.  No action taken.

Agenda Item 3 was the report from the board chair.  Dr. Hinson gave the report.  He discussed appointing a vice-chair at the next meeting, committee assignments and asked the board to meet over 2 days instead one.

Agenda Item 13 was public comment. Ms. Hill addressed the board.

Agenda Item 12 was to set the next board meeting date, which will be on October 8, 2005 in Austin.

Agenda Item 14 was adjournment.  A motion was made by Dr. Hinson to adjourn the meeting at 5:19 p.m.  The motion was seconded and passed.
