The application of James Laucher was discussed.  A motion was made by Dr. McClendon to accept the supervision.  The motion was seconded and passed.

The application of Immanuel Ponnaiya was discussed.   A motion was made by Dr. Hinson to require an additional course in research.  The motion was seconded and passed.

The application of Nicole Hillman was discussed.  A motion was made by Dr. Hinson to approve for a provisional license and required to show completion of the jurisprudence examination and must receive bi-weekly supervision.   The motion was seconded and passed.

The application of Tisha Arnold was discussed.  A motion was made by Mr. Puhl to accept the supervision.   The motion was seconded and passed.
