CLS Groups- LMHAs that groups could be no more than six members and that the Wraparound team needed to decide that group was in the best interest of the participant. Certain waiver services are permitted to be provided in a group setting, if identified as clinically appropriate by the Child and Family Team. Waiver services that can be provided in a group setting are CLS, family supports, paraprofessional services, and specialized therapies.

 Factors to consider when forming groups:

· Can the participants learn positive coping skills from each other?

· Diagnoses

· Ages

· History – Do they know each other?

Groups can have no more than six participants. 

The formula for billing for group services is Number of providers × Time spent delivering service ÷ Number of participants = Billable time
Safety Equipment- LMHAs to be sure that participants have safety equipment to protect participants from injury.  This would include helmets. When discussing and planning to purchase adaptive aids and supports such as bicycles and boxing equipment, please remember to ask the family if they have the appropriate safety equipment such as helmets and headgear. If the family does not have access to safety gear that is in good working condition, please add the needed safety items to the adaptive aid request.

Inquiry List- DSHS has simplified the YES Waiver Inquiry List template. You can use the new template, or continue using your current template. .If you have been using a different version, and want to switch to the simplified version, then please begin using the new one for the month of November.  
The updated Inquiry List sample is posted on the website
 along with the quick guide for developing a safety plan and other excellent resources

Claim Submissions- Reminder: You must submit claims within 95 days of the date of service to be reimbursed.
Progress Notes for Adaptive Aids and Supports (AA&S)- AA&S should have progress notes that describe the use, or lack of use, of AA&S.
Participant Signatures on CE and IPC- All participants must be present for the eligibility determination and development of the plan of care. Participants should sign official YES Waiver documents no matter their age. This ensures that the participant is present at the meeting, and is an active participant in the process. 
LMHA Transfers- The outgoing LMHA is responsible for coordinating transfers with the new LMHA. Participants transferring from one LMHA to another do not need to call the inquiry line. The goal is to minimize any delay in services and to transfer services smoothly. The out-going LMHA provides a transfer packet that includes 
· the Clinical Eligibility Determination Form; 
· the latest valid IPC; and 
· the total units/amount of services that have been utilized.
Social Media- Any social media post that specifically promotes the YES Waiver must have DSHS approval before it is posted.
DSHS Emails- Please review the confidentiality statement on DSHS emails. 
Additional Questions:  
1. When should IPC’s be completed and entered in CMBHS?
Answer:  The Initial IPC should be completed within 10 business days of the CE being authorized by DSHS. The IPC can be revised at any time there is a Child and Family team meeting. IPC revisions are required to be completed at least every 90 days. 

2. How long is a comprehensive waiver provider required to retain participant records? 
Answer: All records, reports, and source documentation related to service data for participants must be retained for 6 years following either the date of expiration or termination of the CWP’s contract with DSHS, or the termination of Waiver services, whichever is later.

3. What template should be used for the Wraparound Plan? 
Answer DSHS will post on its website a sample copy of a Wraparound Plan that can be utilized as a guide.
