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Dogs eligible for confinement under this protocol must not be a stray or free-roaming animal at the time of the potential exposure. This includes animals that have been in captivity less than 30 days immediately prior to the potential exposure and those that are not in captivity.
If possible, confinement shall begin within 48 hours following exposure.
Facility shall be:
· Exclude access by other animals or unauthorized personnel;
· Safely and securely house the primary enclosure;
· Provide fresh air either by means of windows, doors, vents, fans, or air conditioning;
· Be ventilated so as to minimize drafts, odors, and moisture condensation; and
· Provide auxiliary ventilation, such as fans or air conditioning when the ambient temperature is 85 degrees Fahrenheit (29.5 degrees Celsius) or higher.
Primary enclosures shall:
· Be structurally sound and maintained in good repair to prevent escape; 
· Provide convenient access to clean food and water; 
· Enable the animal to remain dry and clean; 
· Be constructed and maintained so that the surfaces are impervious to moisture and may be readily sanitized; 
· Be constructed so as to protect the animal from injury; and 
· Provide sufficient space to allow each animal to make normal postural adjustments without touching the top of the enclosure, including turning freely, standing easily, sitting, stretching, moving its head, lying in a comfortable position with limbs extended, and moving and assuming a comfortable posture for feeding, drinking, urinating, and defecating.
Caretakers shall:
· Be limited to as few individuals as possible;
· Be trained in the proper use of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE);
· Self-monitor for fever twice daily; 
· Report a fever to the local health department epidemiologists.
· Monitor the dog for change in behavior or for health status for a 21-day period following the last potential exposure; and
· Report any change to the health department. Among potential signs of illness are decreased appetite, lethargy, vomiting, and diarrhea, and 
· If apparently ill, use a digital thermometer with a probe cover to take a rectal temperature to monitor for fever (fever in dogs is >102.5° F). 
· Wear PPE When within 3 feet of the dog, its enclosure, or waste material.
· PPE shall consist of, at a minimum
· Gloves;
· Tyvek gown with foot covers;
· Goggles or face shield; and
· N-95 mask.
Waste disposal:
· The primary enclosures shall be cleaned as often as necessary to prevent contamination of the inhabitant, but not less than daily;
· Urine and feces shall be collected in a heavy plastic bag that is secured in a rigid plastic tub with a cover until removed and disposed of as hazardous medical waste; and
· Bedding, toys, etc. removed from the primary enclosure shall be treated as hazardous medical waste.
Release from Confinement:
· If clinically well, 21 days after last potential exposure, AND
· PCR negative on specimens submitted to CDC following consultation.
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
