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1.	Clients who already know they have HIV do not need to be retested. Determine if they are currently seeing a doctor for their HIV infection.  If they are not currently engaged in medical care for HIV, refer the client to HEI Early Intervention.

2.	Clients who already know they have Hepatitis C do not need to be retested.  Clients who know they Hepatitis C and clients who test positive for Hepatitis C should be referred to St. Lukes for the Hepatitis C confirmatory test. 

3.	Clients with a previously positive TB test do not need to be retested. For these clients, complete the TB symptom checklist. Refer the client to health department only if they have symptoms.
