Community Site Request
Adding or deleting a community site is a revision to the contract and requires TWO Contract Revision Request (CRR) forms with original authorized signatory for each program type. (per FY08 Contract General Provisions) 
No amendment or revision is valid unless it has been approved in writing by DSHS.  In accordance with the Contract General Provisions, Section 13.15, if a revision or amendment is requested in the last quarter of the contract term, Contractor’s written justification must include a reason for the delay in making the request.  Revision requests are granted at the discretion of DSHS.

I. Complete top section of form by entering:

· Organization’s Name - the name of your organization

· Attachment Number - this is the 13 digit number (year – contract number – program attachment number i.e.2008-023547-001)

· Program Type – (YPU, YPI, YPS)
· Date of Request – Date form is completed
· Contact person – name of person submitting request

· Phone Number – telephone number of person submitting request

II. Community Site Entry

1. Mark the Add or Remove box on the top of each entry for the action to be performed.
2. Perform step 1 for each entry

Enter the following
1. Name of Site - Enter name of the community site

NOTE: If Removal is the action to be performed stop here.
2. Zip code of the community site

3. County where the community site is located
