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Safe Riders has a limited inventory of digital temperature displays available to community-based partners.  The hope is that these temperature displays, designed to illustrate the rapid increase in temperature inside of a parked vehicle, will be used to enhance community education on the importance of heatstroke prevention. In exchange for the display, your organization would serve as a point of contact should someone request education on heatstroke prevention in your community. 

Prerequisites:
· Applicants must be active certified child passenger safety technicians (CPST)
· Applicants must conduct frequent child passenger safety education opportunities
· Applicants must agree to serve as a point of contact in the community, including sharing CPST profile publicly on the National CPS certification website http://cert.safekids.org/
· Applicants must have leadership approval and full support to conduct the added activities

Reporting Requirements: 

Organizations selected to receive a digital temperature display will be required to:
· Conduct and report on a minimum of 4 child passenger safety education events per year. 
· Details should include the number of events conducted, number of individuals educated, and any names of volunteers who assisted during the event along with the number of hours worked.
· Include information such as interviews, collaborative partnerships and positive stories.

· Digital Thermometer with display stand
· Remote Sensor
· Display Board with stand
· 2-AA Batteries
· 2-AAA Batteries
 
Display units may be shared with other organizations in the area; however, the technician who initially received the unit will be responsible for any maintenance or repairs.
