b. Refer to attached ‘Selection Criteria’ and provide details accordingly – review committee will be scoring applicants based on the suggested criteria
i. The four applicant categories are:
1. Physicians (7 vacancies)
2. School Registered Nurse from Rural District (1 vacancy)
3. School Registered Nurse from Urban District (1 vacancy)
4. Emergency Medical Services Physician (1 vacancy)
2. Obtain 2 letters of recommendation
a. Letters must be signed and dated
3. Submit application packet containing:
a. Completed Advisory Committee Appointment application
b. Two signed and dated letters of recommendation
