Texas School Health Advisory Committee 

The commissioner of the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) requests your assistance in identifying candidates for appointment to the Texas School Health Advisory Committee (TSHAC).  The purpose of the TSHAC is to provide assistance to the State Health Services Council in establishing a leadership role for DSHS in support for and delivery of coordinated school health programs and school health services.  The responsibilites of the TSHAC are stated in the rules, which have been posted on the TSHAC website at www.dshs.state.tx.us/schoolhealth/shadvise.shtm.  
Thirteen positions are open to applicants that qualify for the following categories:  
· Parents of a school-age child currently enrolled in Texas public schools: three positions available – one Parent position will be held to allow for a parent with a special needs child; 
· Member of an Organization, Coalition, or Agency that provides resources of time and/or money benefiting children, the health of children, or has an interest in children of school age: two positions available;
· School Superintendent, School Administrator, or School Board Member: two positions available;
· Registered Nurse or Nurse Administrator currently employed in a K-12 school or district setting: one position available; 
· Certified Health Educator currently employed in a K-12 school or district setting: one position available; 
· Certified Physical Educator currently employed in a K-12 school or district setting: one position available;  
· Certified School Counselor currently employed in a K-12 school or district setting: one position available; 
· School Nutrition Services professional currently employed by a school district to provide nutrition services to the district either at the campus or district level: one position available.

The term of office for the positions is four years with an option of serving one additional four-year term.  The term begins July 1, 2016. 

Members must attend at least two of the five scheduled meetings a fiscal year. Rules state that a member may not be absent for more than half of the committee and subcommittee meetings during a calendar year, or absent from at least three consecutive committee meetings within that year. Members are also asked to attend a member orientation at the beginning of their term.  One-day meetings from 10:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. occur once every other month from September through May.  By law, DSHS can only reimburse travel expenses accrued by committee members in the Parent category. 
Individuals that wish to be considered for membership must 1) meet the category criteria stated on the definitions/criteria document; 2) complete the application for Advisory Committee Appointment [Form AG-50]; and, 3) submit two letters of recommendation from peers, colleagues or other professionals.  The application can be accessed from the TSHAC website member page at www.dshs.state.tx.us/schoolhealth/tshac/memberlist.shtm.

The application cannot be altered in any way.  Do not retype the application.  All applications will remain on file with the School Health Program for twelve months. Applications without two letters of recommendation from peers, colleagues or other professional will be deemed incomplete and will not be forwarded for consideration.  Résumés, curriculum vitaés and additional supporting documentation not specifically requested in this letter will not be considered.  Letters of recommendation must accompany the application. Applicants may apply for more than one category if the criteria for those positions apply.
In selecting members to serve on an advisory committee, the DSHS commissioner considers the individual’s qualifications for the position, background and interest in serving on the committee.  Furthermore, by rule, the commissioner “…builds with special consideration a committee reflective of the current Texas population with regards to race, gender, age and ethnic diversity; urban, rural and suburban diversity; and, a broad statewide geographic representation whenever possible.”  (Texas Administrative Code Title 25, Part 1, Chapter 37, Subchapter R, §37.350.  School health Advisory Committee)
