D.    Minutes from the November 14, 2011 Texas School Health Advisory Committee (TSHAC) meeting were presented for approval.  ACTION:  There is a correction on page 2, B-3.c. The corrected statement is as follows: “c.  The change in the fitness assessment requirements due to the new law will necessitate a change in other documents up for revision: Only 3rd- 12th grade students in P.E. course or P.E. substitute is required to complete the Fitnessgram fitness test.  It was moved by Jan Hungate, seconded by Sue Beatty and approved by the members to accept the correction and approve, the November 14, 2011 TSHAC meeting minutes.

The model can be used with other health topics other than teen pregnancy.  UT School of Public Health is available to help schools with Evidence Based Practice and implementing these programs in addition to working with SHACs.
