Provision of Antituberculous Drugs Limited to Clients with MTB





Tuberculosis, or TB, is passed from one person to another by coughing.  There are other lung diseases that have the same symptoms as TB but are not passed from one person to another.  The other lung diseases may be treated with the same drugs used to treat TB.  Medication provided by the State cannot be used to treat lung infections that are not diagnosed as TB.

Because TB can only be diagnosed when the results of tests done in the clinic and at home return from the laboratory, which may take several weeks, the doctor will prescribe TB medication until the test results (cultures) are available.  If the culture shows that your infection is not caused by TB, the program can only give drugs for 30 days more.  You will have these 30 days to find another doctor who can prescribe the drugs you need, and you will have to buy those drugs at a drug store.

I understand that the TB control program is giving me medications because I might have TB.  I know that the TB control program cannot give me drugs if the test shows that I do not have TB.
