Dear Stakeholder,

The Commissioners of the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) and the Texas Department of Insurance (TDI) request your assistance in identifying applicants for membership on the Texas Bleeding Disorders Advisory Council (council).  The duties of the council will be to study and advise DSHS, TDI, and the Health and Human Services Commission on 1) public use data, outcome data, and other information submitted to or collected by DSHS related to hemophilia or other bleeding or clotting disorders; 2) the department’s disclosure and dissemination of that information within and outside DSHS; and 3) other issues that affect the health and wellness of persons living with hemophilia or other bleeding or clotting disorders.

The council is to be composed of persons experienced in the diagnosis, treatment, care, and support of persons with hemophilia or other bleeding or clotting disorders; and persons with hemophilia or other bleeding or clotting disorders or their caregivers. The terms of these positions begin upon appointment and end on September 1, 2015.  The DSHS and TDI Commissioners will appoint the members.  The council will meet at least quarterly and at the call of the Commissioner of DSHS or presiding officer.    

All people who wish to be considered as a nominee must complete the enclosed Application for Advisory Council Appointment.  All applications will remain on file for twelve (12) months. Applications without two signed and dated letters of recommendation will be deemed incomplete and will not be forwarded for consideration.  Résumés, curriculum vitae, and additional supporting documentation not specifically requested in this letter will not be considered.

DSHS is not authorized to reimburse members of the Texas Bleeding Disorders Advisory Council for travel expenses.  Therefore, members will be required to pay for their own transportation, lodging, meals, parking, taxis, and other incidental expenses.

In selecting members to serve on an advisory council, the DSHS Commissioner and the TDI Commissioner will consider the individual’s qualifications for the position, background, and interest in serving on the council.  The commissioners will also attempt to achieve diversity by consideration of ethnicity, gender, and geographic location (when applicable) in order for advisory committees to represent the diversity of all Texas citizens.
