	Procurement presentations
	The Procurement presentation were provided by Anna Jones (HHSC), Douglas Sparkman(TDCJ), Bearl Bailey ( TDCJ) , and Yvonne Seiders (AISD)

-Anna Jones, Dietician, Health and Human Services Commission: 
· HHSC is working to optimize calories, sodium, fat, fiber, cholesterol while maintaining vitamins/minerals. There is currently a master regular menu and 26 therapeutic menus such as low sodium, calorie controlled, vegetarian, pureed, and heart healthy (low sodium, low fat, lower calorie). The regular menu is planned by a committee of food service directors, managers, registered dietitians (3 meals/day). The therapeutic menus are written by a registered dietitian. All of the recipes are developed and tested to find the right menu items.
· Barriers: There is a lack of availability for healthier products, and food manufacturers would rather sale healthier items to grocery stores to make a larger profit.

· The TDCJ has its own Agriculture Division that processes beef and vegetables. They also utilize vegetables and herbs grown in their unit gardens. There is no sodium added to the foods during preparation. The Food Service Captain writes a master menu planning guide. This menu is written monthly. The TDCJ has several specialty diets for the inmates: heart healthy, hypercaloric, dialysis, gluten-free, and pureed. There are 23,000 inmates that require specialty diets
· Barriers- There are some issues with consistency of products. Different warehouses receive foodstuffs from different food manufacturers. It all depends on the location of the warehouse.

· Austin Independent School District serves 86,000 students, and 64% of the students are on the free and reduced program. All foods are required to be sampled and must have labels on the containers. All foods must meet federal and state regulations. AISD has a tight budget for foodstuffs and the current Federal Government reimbursement is not keeping up with the risings costs of fresh goods.
· No salt shakers are placed on the tables for students to use, and 46 AISD campuses use locally grown produce. All students and parents receive a nutrition breakdown of the monthly menu. AISD is very close to meeting the 1st two year goal set in the Sodium IOM.
