Texas Statewide Heart Disease and Stroke Prevention System

2007 Fall Partnership Meeting
On October 23 - 24, 2007, the DSHS Cardiovascular Health and Wellness Program, in partnership with the American Heart Association, South-Central Affiliate, the Texas Association of Local Health Officials, the Texas Council on Cardiovascular Disease and Stroke, the Texas Medical Association, the TMF Health Quality Institute, and the Texas Public Health Association held the Texas Statewide Heart Disease and Stroke Prevention System 2007 Fall Partnership Meeting. The meeting provided attendees with timely information on the status of heart disease and stroke related risk factors in Texas, as well as current best and promising practices to prevent heart disease and stroke.  Eighty-seven participants from 42 entities representing public, private, governmental, medical, academic and community based agencies, met to identify priority heart disease and stroke related system improvement and health impact goals.  Stakeholder input from this meeting and the two prior meetings (System Assessment in November 2006 and System Planning in May 2007) will be incorporated into the 2008 revision of the Texas Plan to Reduce Cardiovascular Disease and Stroke.

A summary of the system improvement and health impact goals identified at the meeting is included on the following page.  Over the next few months, these goal statements will be developed into formal objectives in cooperation with partner organizations.
