About the Texas State Child Fatality Review Committee
The Texas State Child Fatality Review Team Committee (SCFRT Committee) was created by Texas Family Code 264.501, to:
· Develop an understanding of the causes and incidences of child death in Texas; 
· Identify procedures within agencies represented on the committee to reduce the number of preventable child deaths; 
· Promote public awareness; and 
· make recommendations to the governor and legislature for changes in law, policy, and practice to reduce the number of preventable child deaths. 
The committee must produce a formal biennial report that includes recommendations to the governor, lieutenant governor, speaker of the house of representatives, and Department of Family and Protective Services. DSHS will make the compilation available to the public on the incidence and causes of child fatalities.

A SCFRT Committee member must regularly participate in committee meetings and may also have to participate in subcommittee meetings, projects and presentations. Committee meetings will be held at least quarterly in Austin or, if government restrictions, virtually at the call of the presiding officer. Committee members receive reimbursement for travel expenses to participate on the SCFRT Committee.
