Emergency Amendment: CARES Act Supplemental Funding

The Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act provided supplemental funding for carrying out the HOPWA program, hereinafter referred to as “HOPWACARES”. HOPWACARES is to be used as additional funding to maintain operations and for rental assistance, supportive services, and other necessary actions in order to prevent, prepare for, and respond to coronavirus. The HOPWA 2019 contract will be amended to add CARES Act supplemental HOPWA funding, which will run through 8/31/2020.
