Agenda Item 1 was to call the meeting to order at 9:35 am by Mr. Puhl, chair.

Ms. Womack gave the Professional Development Committee report.  The committee discussed the quarterly summary from the Marriage and Family Therapy Jurisprudence Examination vendor, recommendations for rule changes related to 22 Texas Administrative Code (“TAC”) §801.264.  Types of Acceptable Continuing Education and the 40-hour clinical supervision continuing education course requirement for board-approved Licensed Marriage and Family Therapist Supervisors.  A motion was made by Mr. Puhl to approve the report. The motion was seconded and passed.

Dr. Bruhn gave the Licensing Standards Committee report.  The committee discussed about Marriage and Family Therapy licensees who conduct or receive telepractice and/or telesupervision and the 40-hour clinical supervision continuing education course requirement for board-approved Licensed Marriage and Family Therapist Supervisors.  A motion was made by Ms. Smothermon to approve the report.  The motion was seconded and passed.



Ms. Smothermon gave the Ethics Committee report. The committee reviewed 7 cases, of which 6 cases were closed and 1 case was proposed for disciplinary action.
