“Amendment” means a written agreement, signed by the parties hereto, which documents changes to the Contract other than those permitted by Technical Guidance Letters, as herein defined.
“Attachment” means documents, terms, conditions, or additional information physically added to this Contract following the execution page or included by reference, as if physically, within the body of this Contract. 
“Contract” means the Signature Document, these Uniform Terms and Conditions, along with any Attachments, and any Amendments, purchase orders, or Technical Guidance Letters that may be issued by the Enterprise Agency, to be incorporated by reference herein for all purposes if issued.
“Deliverables” means any item, report, data, document, photograph, or other submission required to be delivered under the terms of this Contract, in whatever form.
“Effective Date” means the date agreed to by the Parties as the date on which the Contract takes effect. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]“Enterprise Agency” means HHSC or any of the agencies of the State of Texas that are overseen by HHSC under authority granted under State law and the officers, employees, and designees of those agencies. These agencies include: the Department of Aging and Disability Services, the Department of Assistive and Rehabilitative Services, the Department of Family and Protective Services, and the Department of State Health Services.  In this Contract, “Enterprise Agency” is synonymous with “Receiving Agency.”
“Federal Fiscal Year” means the period beginning October 1 and ending September 30 each year, which is the annual accounting period for the United States government.
“GAAP” means Generally Accepted Accounting Principles.
“GASB” means the Governmental Accounting Standards Board.
“Health and Human Services Commission” or “HHSC” means the administrative agency established under Chapter 531, Texas Government Code or its designee.
“Intellectual Property” means patents, rights to apply for patents, trademarks, trade names, service marks, domain names, copyrights and all applications and  worldwide registration of such, schematics, industrial models, inventions, know-how, trade secrets, computer software programs, and other intangible proprietary information.
“Parties” means the Enterprise Agency and Performing Agency, collectively.
“Party” means either the Enterprise Agency or Performing Agency, individually.
“Project” means the goods and/or Services described in the Signature Document or a an Attachment to this Contract. 
“Public Information Act” or “PIA” means Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code.
“Receiving Agency” means the State agency or local governmental entity receiving the benefits of the services defined by this Contract in return for consideration or payment.  “Receiving Agency” is synonymous with “Enterprise Agency.”
“Services” means the tasks, functions, and responsibilities assigned and delegated to Performing Agency under the Contract.
“Signature Document” means the document executed by both Parties that specifically sets forth all of the documents that constitute the Contract.
“State Fiscal Year” means the period beginning September 1 and ending August 31 each year, which is the annual accounting period for the State of Texas.
“State of Texas Textravel” means Texas Administrative Code, Title 34, Part 1, Chapter 5, Subchapter C, Section 5.22, relative to travel reimbursements under this Contract, if any.
“Subcontractor” means an individual or business that performs part or all of the obligations of Performing Agency under this Contract.
“Technical Guidance Letter” or “TGL” means an instruction, clarification, or interpretation of the requirements of the Contract, issued by the Enterprise Agency to the Performing Agency. 
“Work” means all Services to be performed, goods to be delivered, and any appurtenant actions performed and items produced, conceived, or developed, including but not limited to Deliverables.

(a) The meanings of defined terms are equally applicable to the singular and plural forms of the defined terms.
(b) The words “hereof,” “herein,” “hereunder,” and similar words refer to this Contract as a whole and not to any particular provision, section, Attachment, or schedule of this Contract unless otherwise specified. 
(c) The term “including” is not limiting and means “including without limitation” and, unless otherwise expressly provided in this Contract, (i) references to contracts (including this Contract) and other contractual instruments shall be deemed to include all subsequent Amendments and other modifications thereto, but only to the extent that such Amendments and other modifications are not prohibited by the terms of this Contract, and (ii) references to any statute or regulation are to be construed as including all statutory and regulatory provisions consolidating, amending, replacing,  supplementing, or interpreting the statute or regulation.
(d) Any references to “sections,” “appendices,” or “attachments” are references to sections, appendices, or attachments of the Contract.
(e) Any references to agreements, contracts, statutes, or administrative rules or regulations in the Contract are references to these documents as amended, modified, or supplemented from time to time during the term of the Contract.
(f) The captions and headings of this Contract are for convenience of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation of this Contract.
(g) All Attachments within this Contract, including those incorporated by reference, and any Amendments are considered part of the terms of this Contract.
(h) This Contract may use several different limitations, regulations, or policies to regulate the same or similar matters.  All such limitations, regulations, and policies are cumulative and each shall be performed in accordance with its terms.
(i) Unless otherwise expressly provided, reference to any action of the Enterprise Agency or by the Enterprise Agency by way of consent, approval, or waiver shall be deemed modified by the phrase “in its sole discretion.”
(j) Time is of the essence in this Contract.

Each of these entities may be a duly authorized authority.  If deemed necessary by the Enterprise Agency or any duly authorized authority, for the purpose of investigation or hearing, Performing Agency shall produce original documents related to this Contract.  The Enterprise Agency and any duly authorized authority shall have the right to audit billings both before and after payment, and all documentation that substantiates the billings.  Performing Agency shall include this provision concerning the right of access to, and examination of, sites and information related to this Contract in any Subcontract it awards.

Whether Performing Agency's action corrects the noncompliance shall be solely the decision of the Enterprise Agency.

(b) As part of the Services, Performing Agency must provide to HHSC upon request a copy of those portions of Performing Agency's and its Subcontractors' internal audit reports relating to the Services and Deliverables provided to the State under the Contract.
