· For the antineoplastic agents section: Remove all drug listings in this section and add the statement “In consultation with the oncologist.”  This would allow all antineoplastic agents recommended by an oncologist to be on Formulary.  Move methotrexate to the immunologic agents

Add the following new dosage strengths:

· clozapine (Fazaclo®) 150 mg, 200 mg oral disintegrating tablets
· Remove azithromycin (Zithromax®) and clarithromycin (Biaxin®) from reserve status
