Agenda Item I:   Welcome and Opening Remarks, Approval of Agenda and Minutes  

A.
   The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by the Presiding Officer, Jan Hungate, Ed.D.

B.     Dr. Hungate welcomed those attending the meeting and asked the guests to introduce themselves.  The following guests were in attendance:  Laurie Anderson – DSHS School Health Program; Eric Ratliff – U.T. School Public Health, Houston; Katlin Purdue – Texans Standing Tall; Nicole Holt, Executive Director – Texans Standing Tall

The agenda was reviewed. The following agenda items will be tabled to the September 14, 2015, meeting: Research and Recommendation on Safe School Climate – tabled until after the session; Research and Recommendation on Physical Activity and Academic Achievement; School Health Initiative Screening Tool Revision. ACTION:  Moved by Bill Coon; seconded by Bob Conlon and approved by the members to accept the agenda with changes.
D.     Minutes from the January 12, 2015, Texas School Health Advisory Committee (TSHAC) meeting were presented for approval.  One spelling error was brought to the attention of the committee. ACTION:  It was moved by Bill Coon, seconded by Reenie Smith and approved by the members to accept the January 11th, TSHAC meeting minutes with the change.  
Agenda Item II:  Texans Standing Tall – Nicole Holt
Nicole Holt, Executive Director of Texans Standing Tall (TST) explained that TST is a statewide coalition focused on reducing youth substance use. TST implements and trains stakeholders to use evidence-based community prevention strategies to reduce alcohol, tobacco, and other drug use among Texas youth, through policy and environmental change.  Ms. Holt explained that much focus, education, and funding is available for tobacco education and enforcement.  And not as much focus has been placed on alcohol abuse which is the most abused substance by Texas youth.  The members enjoyed the presentation and appreciated the information shared.  However, because TST is focused on advocacy, ways we might support them was not discussed at this time.  A link to TST will be added to the SHAC Report to the School Board Power Point presentation.

Agenda Item IV: Research and Recommendation on Physical Activity and Academic Achievement – 

Kelly Reed-Hirsch
Mrs. Reed- Hirsch was unable to make the meeting due to hazardous weather conditions.  This topic will be tabled until the September meeting. 
Agenda Item V: Mental Health and Suicide Prevention Resources Toolkit – Bob Conlon, Ph.D.
 Josette Saxton presented a first draft of this document targeted to SHACs. Several changes were suggested including a change in formatting.  Also included will be the TEA site Barney Fudge manages for Coordinated School Health which has a page that provides both Mental Health and Suicide Prevention resources and links.  Ms. Saxton will draft an introduction to accompany the Toolkit stressing the importance of early intervention.  Even though the market for the Toolkit is not parents, the members felt it necessary to the introduction to incorporate the important role that parents and guardians play to be aware of signs and symptoms of mental illness in their children and to get help quickly.  Changes will be made to the Toolkit and staff will send it out to the members for comments.  The final draft will be brought before the members at the September 14th meeting.
Agenda Item VI: Research and Recommendation on Health Issues and Parent Involvement – 

Dora Rivas, R.D.  
Mrs. Rivas informed the members that she was working on this document and a first draft should be ready by the September meeting.  In the meantime, she shared a general outline developed as follows:

1. National Standards, overview, and successful strategies

2. Barriers to parent involvement

3. Existing requirements in Texas policy

4. Possible social networking strategies
5. Resources and references that can support parents

6. TSHAC recommendation

It was also noted that “Parent Involvement” as it relates to health issues needed to be defined.  How parent involvement impacts academic success should also be mentioned.  It was suggested that Mrs. Rivas review the CDC’s website on parent involvement in school health; and ASCD’s website on family engagement. The members discussed the fact that the name of the document didn’t really portray a clear picture of its intention.  After much discussion it was decided to re-name the document Research and Recommendation on Health Issues and Parent Involvement in Student Academic Success.
Agenda Item VII: Healthy Celebrations Toolkit – Melissa Dozier-Gonzales
Mrs. Dozier-Gonzales informed the members that TDA will create a brochure that outlines fundraising options for schools and mail out the brochure in October. Additionally, TDA will send non-food fundraising samples to all Superintendents and samples will also be provided to TSHAC members. 

Agenda Item VIII: Agency Updates
A. Texas Department of Agriculture – Melissa Dozier-Gonzales
Mrs. Dozier-Gonzales Presented the following report:

1.  The following bills impact Food and Nutrition at TDA and have passed out of committee. 

· HB 1305 (Rep. Bonnen): Requires that any school district that has more than 10 percent Free and Reduce (F&R) eligible students either 1) Participate in the School Breakfast Program (SBP) or,
 2) develop and implement a locally funded program to provide a free or reduced-price breakfast to all students in the school or schools eligible under the national program. It also requires schools participating in SBP, or the locally funded program offer a free breakfast if more than 80 percent of students are F&R. (Companion bill is SB 981)
· HB 1202 (Rep. Munoz): Requires TDA to establish an 18 person council that advises TDA on matters including:

· Policy, rules, and program operations

· Department on program materials;

· Training priorities for the department;

· Solutions to address gaps, flaws, inefficiencies, or problems in the state ’s administration of nutrition programs;

· A plan for improving relationships between entities that contract with the department and other state agencies in connection with the state ’s nutrition policies and program;
· Duplication of services provided by entities that contract with the department; and 

· Use and allocation of federal money.
An annual report is also a requirement of the legislation. 

· HB 3944 (Rep King of Uvalde):  Requires that the department’s administrative review official or SOAH is final administrative determination of the department and not subject to judicial review. 

· HB 3562(Rep. Thompson): Require school districts to serve meals to students without positive account balances 

2.  Proposed Rule Status

TDA has proposed the repeal of restrictions related to deep fat frying, certain carbonated beverages, and time and place. TDA has also proposed that each school campus be allowed 6 exempt fundraiser days per school year. TDA is currently reviewing comments received related to the proposal and will finalize the proposal within the next 45 days. 

B. Texas Education Agency – Barney Fudge

Mr. Fudge presented the following report:

1.    Health and Physical Education Website – PE website has FAQ document that has been updated. To view, go to http://tea.texas.gov/Curriculum_and_Instructional_Programs/Subject_Areas/Health_and_Physical_Education/Physical_Education/. Health website FAQ coming soon.

2.    All website update – TEA website updated

3.    Fitnessgram 10 – Waiting on vendor to provide results for 2013-2014. The availability of the results will probably be sometime this summer. PFAI data for 2013-2014 has been posted.

       Fitnessgram 14-15 submission deadline is June 12, 2015.

4.    School Health Survey 2014-2015 – To the Administrator Addressed Letter (TAA) letter has been routed for approval and it should post any day. Deadline is June 19, 2015.

5.    Legislative Update – 200 plus bills were filed that would impact the Whole School/Whole Community/Whole Child model. A bill analysis was performed on 47 of those bills. Several bills have been filed on:  human sexuality instruction, immunizations, vapor products and e-cigs, truancy, nurses, counselors, anaphylaxis, FITNESSGRAM, cardiac assessments, suicide prevention, and others.

6.    Health/PE TEKS Review – During their March 2015 work session, the State Board of Education revised the TEKS review schedule. The Health/PE TEKS review will now begin the spring of 2017.

7.    2014-2015 Reporting Requirements for Community and Student Engagement – Texas Education Code (TEC) §39.0545 requires each district and charter school to annually evaluate its performance and the performance of each of its campuses in the area of community and student engagement. Each district and charter must assign a performance rating of exemplary, recognized, acceptable, or unacceptable to itself and to each of its campuses. One of the areas addresses wellness and physical education.

       The PEIMS Summer submission reflecting the data from the 2014–15 school year is due on June 25, 2015. The PEIMS Summer re-submission reflecting the data from the 2014–15 school year is due on July 23, 2015. For schools operating on a year-round track, the PEIMS Summer submission is due on June 25, 2015, and the PEIMS Summer re-submission is due on August 20, 2015.

C. Texas Department of State Health Services – Anita Wheeler-Hill, MSN, RN
Mrs. Wheeler-Hill presented the following report:
1. The School Health program has begun a Call for New Members of the TSHAC to fill 13 positions that will be vacant at the end of June 2016.  Members were asked to share the call and staff will forward information members can use for promotion.
2.     The Stand Up and Be Counted Survey is now available.  This survey is a collaborative project between the National Association of School Nurses, the National Association of State School Nurse Consultants, the Texas School Nurse Organization and the Texas Department of State Health Services. The survey is the first national survey that will collect a uniform national school nursing data set.  This will allow for the aggregate data to be utilized in promoting school nursing.   Specific to Texas the survey will provide:
· Who is providing service and who is trained

· What children are being served - diabetes, asthma and seizures – and at what level of care

   This information will be forwarded to National Association of School Nurses.
3.    The newly revised district SHAC guide is currently in the art department for formatting and should be ready at the end of June.
4.     The following bills are being watched:

· SB66 – schools stocking epinephrine

· SB69 – notification to parents that there is no school nurse at a school
5.    The SPAN survey is soon to be implemented. This survey records the BMI of students and administers a survey on physical activity and nutrition.  Grades 2, 4, 8, and 11 are targeted.
6.    Consolidation of the Health and Human Services agencies is on hold until after the legislative session.  The impact on DSHS is unknown at this time.

7.     A Healthy Schools web page on the School Health Program website has been created for a general population with physical activity and nutrition resources.

Agenda Item IX:  SHAC Annual Progress Report to Board of Trustees Power Point – Jan Hungate, Ed.D.
Dr. Hungate presented a revised copy of the SHAC Annual Progress Report to the Board of Trustee for the member’s review. Dr. Hungate called the member’s attention to the changes.  Furthermore, the members suggested: we leave the Recent Legislation blank until after the session; add Fitnessgram data to the Texas State Data slide; add a slide on the YRBS; and, add the Texans Standing Tall website address to the Useful Web Sites slide.  ACTION: Subject to the changes, a motion was made by Bill Coon to approve the document, seconded by Bob Conlon, and approved by the members to accept the Annual Progress Report to the Board with changes.

Mrs. Rivas presented a final draft of the Research and Recommendation on Student Consumption of Regular and Diet Sodas in High School.  The members noted minor corrections to the document.  It was explained that the document may have to be changed once this Legislative session is over.  However, members agreed that no matter what changes occur within the TDA Competitive Food Guidance for Schools, the Guidance would still be noted in the Research and Recommendations document.
