Remember
Be sure your provider gets the 
results of all your baby’s tests!

Next Steps
If your baby does not pass the 
outpatient screening, schedule 
an appointment with a Pediatric 
Audiologist right away to 
account for possible wait time 
for the appointment.

Next Steps
If your baby does not pass or misses 
the newborn hearing screen at birth:
• Schedule an outpatient screen, 
either back at the hospital or with 
an approved provider. 

• OR, schedule an evaluation with a 
Pediatric Audiologist.

• Contact the TEHDI program for a 
list of providers in your area.

Remember
Children with hearing loss enrolled 
in an ECI program by 6 months of 
age have stronger communication, 
language and social skills than 
children not enrolled in early 
intervention services.

Next Steps
If your baby has a confi rmed hearing loss:

• Discuss with your Pediatric Audiologist/
Provider the need for evaluation by an Ear, 
Nose and Throat doctor (ENT). 

• Discuss the option of hearing aids with 
a Pediatric Audiologist.
