Agenda Item 1 was the call of the meeting to order at 10:00am by Dr. Gabbert, presiding officer. 
Agenda Item 2 was the approval of the minutes from the May 9, 2016, TSHAC meeting.  A motion was made by Dr. Handal to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coon and passed.  Dr. Gabbert had members introduce themselves during this item. 
Agenda Item 3 was the discussion of TSHAC members’ roles and responsibilities.  Mrs. Wheeler-Hill provided a brief history of TSHAC. Mr. Harrison provided a PowerPoint presentation regarding TSHAC’s purpose, duties, roles, and responsibilities.  No action was taken during this item. 
Agenda Item 4 was the discussion and possible action regarding research and recommendations promoting positive school climates to improve student outcomes by Mrs. Saxton.  Mrs. Saxton passed out the final version of the document and discussed the revisions.  A motion was made by Dr. Handal to approve the document. The motion was seconded by Mr. Coon and passed.
Agenda Item 5 was the discussion and possible action regarding research and recommendations on health issues and parent involvement.  Mrs. Wheeler-Hill stated that she will locate the most current draft of this document and will bring it to the November 14, 2016, TSHAC meeting for further discussion.  Dr. Gabbert, Mr. Coon, and Mrs. Wheeler-Hill will collaborate on the project.  
Agenda Item 6 was the agency updates from the Texas Education Agency, Texas Department of Agriculture, and Texas Department of State Health Services.

· Update on Fitnessgram®, which opened September 9th, 2016.  School districts may use PFAI or the web-based FitnessGram10. 
· Senate Bill 968 (TEC 28.002(w)), which addresses inclusion in the TEKS-Misuse of Prescription Drugs, will be on the board’s November agenda for discussion.

· Discussion on Menu Module, a school menu planning and assessment software. 
· Discussion on the restructuring in TDA Food and Nutrition Division. 
· Discussion on marketing campaigns, including local products challenge in October, Farm Fresh Friday promotion, and Jump with Jill assemblies. 
· Discussion on local wellness policy final rule. 
	Department of State Health Services – Anita Wheeler-Hill
· Discussion on the transformation of DSHS and HHS. Mrs. Wheeler-Hill directed the members to review the transformation website. 
· Update on School Health Program staffing and accessibility training.
· Update on School Based Health Centers request for applications (RFAs).  The RFA is still open for existing SBHCs to expand services around asthma, overweight/obesity, mental health and dental health. 
· Update on the Stock Epinephrine Advisory Committee.  The committee has been appointed, and the goal is to hold the first meeting in October. 
Agenda Item 7 was the discussion and possible action regarding recommendations on sleep and late school starts.  Dr. Handal presented the latest draft of his document.  Dr. Handal stated that the American Medical Association and Texas Medical Association will release a resolution on this topic in the near future.  Dr. Gabbert suggested changing the format to mirror other TSHAC recommendations.  Mrs. Saxton suggested creating a resolution document and a separate research and recommendation document.  Mrs. Wheeler-Hill and Mr. Moger will assist Dr. Handal with this project.  The revised documents will be discussed at the November 14, 2016, TSHAC meeting.  
The meeting was recessed at 11:47am for lunch.  The meeting resumed at 1:01pm. 
Agenda Item 8 was the update from the Texas Education Agency regarding Fitnessgram®.  Mr. Fudge provided historical information on the Fitnessgram®.  PFAI and Fitnessgram10 are separate data sets.  Senate Bill 530 established Fitnessgram®. The 82nd Texas Legislature required that students are assessed in 3rd grade and up.  From 2008 through 2012, Fitnessgram® has been an unfunded mandate.  In the 84th Legislative Session, the state appropriated $5 million to implement Fitnessgram®.  In the current biennium, $2 million has been allocated.  Based on data from 2013 to 2016, Mr. Fudge stated that both male and female students are reporting low scores for aerobic capacity.   Mr. Fudge suggested that TSHAC continue to promote the importance of aerobic capacity.  Mrs. Wheeler-Hill stated that she will provide the TSHAC members with the last set of TSHAC recommendations and the dataset from the May 9, 2016, TSHAC meeting.  These topics will be addressed at the November 14, 2016, TSHAC meeting.  
Agenda Item 9 was the discussion and possible action regarding new Coordinated School Health data websites and agenda topics for local school health advisory committee meetings. Mrs. Wheeler-Hill suggested changing the TSHAC document revision cycle from every 2 years to every 3 years.  A motion was made by Mr. Coon to change the revision cycle to 3 years.  The motion was seconded by Dr. Handal and passed.  
Mr. Coon volunteered to revise the Recommendations for Offering Physical Activity Outside of the School Day document. Dr. James volunteered to revise the SHAC Self-Assessment document.  Mrs. Burnett and Mrs. Cardenas volunteered to revise the Childhood Obesity Prevention Resolution document.  Mrs. Saxton volunteered to revise the Bullying Prevention Toolkit. Mrs. Flores volunteered to revise the Sample Resolution for Improvement of CSH Programs, and Dr. Handal and Mrs. Lauter volunteered to revise the Sample Resolution on Health Education for all Texas Students K-12 document. 
Agenda Item 10 was the discussion and possible action regarding the next TSHAC meeting on November 14, 2016, including agenda topics and future TSHAC meeting dates.  Topics to be considered for the next meetings include:
