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SUBJECT:  Mosquito Repellent covered by Medicaid

Beginning August 9, 2016, Texas Medicaid will cover certain mosquito repellent products (see
below for a list of covered repellents) as a Medicaid benefit for the prevention of Zika virus. Zika
can cause severe birth defects in unborn children whose mothers are infected while pregnant.
Because there is not a vaccine to prevent the disease or medicine to treat it, it is important for
women to use repellent to protect themselves and unborn babies.

Who is covered?
Texas Medicaid will cover the cost of mosquito repellent for women who are between the ages of
10 and 45 or pregnant women of any age. Women enrolled in the following programs are also
eligible:

o Children's Health Insurance Program (CHIP)

o CHIP-Perinate

. Healthy Texas Women

How to get repellent:

Women with Medicaid should ask for a prescription for the mosquito repellent by contacting
their healthcare provider. Ask the healthcare provider to send the prescription to their preferred
pharmacy. Clients must present their Medicaid prescription card just like they would with any
prescription. Clients should not request an office visit only to request a prescription for
mosquito repellent unless required by the healthcare provider.

Eligible women can get up to two cans of mosquito repellent per month through October 31,
2016.
